HITCHCOCK was one of 

19th-century America's 

most eminent scientists.

No 

biography had been written of him until 2021, 

when All the Light here Comes from Above: The Life 

and Legacy of Edward Hitchcock was published by 

retired HCC biology professor Bob McMaster.

Hitchcock, his legacy as a scientist, and his role in the 

early development of Mount Holyoke College, 

Amherst College, and the UMass Amherst.   
  

 ROBERT T. MCMASTER has advanced degrees 

from Boston College, Smith College, and the 

University of Massachusetts. He taught biology at 

Holyoke Community College from 1994 to 

2014. Besides his biography of Edward Hitchcock, he 

has authored the Trolley Days Series, four novels set in 

Holyoke in the World War I era, and Rose of 

Glenkerry: A County Wicklow Mystery, a 

contemporary novel set in Ireland.
