The Library is always in need of volunteers. People can
just come in and apply. But there are special programs
which give incentives for volunteering. Just like Diane
F. (pg 1) you can go thru:

The Senior Tax Credit Work-off Program allows
seniors to volunteer 93 hours within a one-year period
and they will receive a $750 dollar abatement towards
their property tax bill. The program is limited to 30.
The deadline for the application is usually in March. If
interested contact the Council on Aging office at
322-5625.

The Holyoke Veterans Tax Work off Program
Any Holyoke veteran that is chosen, can volunteer 90.9
hours for the city and receive an abatement of $1,000
off of their property taxes. Applications are available at
the Veteran Services department at the War Memorial
Building, 310 Appleton St.. The deadline to submit
applications is usually in  April.
