
DECLUTTER BY ITEM 
CLOTHING 

 

Franconia Base Camp:  In-season outdoor clothes, rain jackets, hiking boots, trail running shoes, climbing 

shoes, from brands sold in stores like REI and EMS. 

Pathways:  New or used (in like-new condition), (sizes Premature to 5T), maternity clothes 

Little City Thrift:  clothing clean and in good condition—all seasons, jewelry, belts, shoes, purses 

V2V Thrift:  winter coats and boots, purses 

Apparel Impact bins 

 

OUTDOOR EQUIPMENT 

Franconia Base Camp:  backpacks, tents, sleeping bags, trekking poles, stoves, cookware, camping 

accessories, etc.  Seasonally: bikes, skis, kayaks/canoes - if space allows 

 

HOME GOODS 

Pathways:  High Chairs – Sturdy, preferably made of plastic, Children’s strollers and car seats, breast 

pumps 

Little Red Wagon:  baby equipment, toys 

Little City Thrift:  Yarn and crafting supplies, pottery, cast iron 

V2V Thrift:  furniture (no cribs, car seats, bedframes), kitchen items, appliances, collectibles, toys, 

puzzles, artwork, holiday decor 

 

ELECTRONICS 

Staples:  see separate handout 

Little City Thrift:  CDs, DVDs 

V2V Thrift 

Greendisk:  all disk media, tapes, cases, computer drives, cell phones, batteries, small electronics, film, 

cords, headphones [they charge a small fee for disposal] 

 

BOOKS 

Libraries:  see flyer for parameters 

Little City Thrift:  popular fiction, children’s books
