He brought
lots of experience with him when he arrived in
Bourne.

Patrick lives in Lakeville with his wife, two dogs, and
a cat. He is originally from Wareham, so he is very
familiar with life in Southeastern Massachusetts.
He is a certified kayak instructor and has taught
kayaking in both Rhode Island and the Bourne area.

When Patrick was asked what makes our library a
special place, he was quick to respond, “the staff.”
The staff is a veteran staff and anyone that has
spent time at the library knows that he is right, the
staff is special.

The library is definitely community centered. There
are so many adult and children’s activities offered
weekly by the library that it would be almost impos-
sible to attend them all.

Patrick feels that the biggest change since he joined
the Bourne team is the role that technology is now
playing.
