Following the terror attacks of September
11th, Bruce spent four years working counter-terrorism with the
FBI, earning the Director's Award, the highest honor a non-agent
can receive. Among the Shadows, Beneath the Depths, and
Beyond the Truth, the first three nowels in the Detective John
Byron mystery series, have been well-received by fans and
critics alike. His short fiction appears in several anthologies,
including The Best American Mystery Stories 2016.

Bruce is a member of International Thriller Writers, Mystery
Writers of America, Sisters in Crime, and the Maine Writers and
Publishers Alliance. He is a regular blog contributor to the Maine
Crime Writers and Murder Books blogs. He lives and writes in
Maine.

Satrapi's simple, cartoony, even cute black-and-white art allows
for easy identification with the characters and expertly reflects their varying emotions. When first
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published in France, where Satrapi now lives, this book won several European comics awards-
and it's a prime candidate for American award nominations as well. A remarkable, revealing, and
sometimes startling account ..."
