games in 22 starts. They posted double wins over Eastern Acade-
my, Ramsey, College High, Paterson Central, North Arlington
and three wins against Pompton Lakes. The Hornets entered the
State Tournament and defeated Pompton Lakes by a score of
28 to 10 in the first round, but they were defeated in the second
round by Weehawken 54 to 42.
