The classes are open to
those aged 14 and older who are interested in learning how to tell stories using their
digital cameras. The classes will be taught by photographer Jeanine Vitale whose
studio, Prism Point Photography, is located in Northborough. The following classes
are being offered:

February 17 Overview of photography basics; telling a story
February 24 Composition and point of focus

March 2 Dare to go manual; f-stop, shutter speed, ISO
March 9 Lighting: artificial, natural and ambient

March 23 Using PhotoShop basics to manipulate images
March 30 Assembling your story; photography contests
