U.S. CIVIL WAR - On September 14, 1864, Co.
F. of the 26th Michigan would lose a popular
officer: Lt. Morris Roberts of Tecumseh,
Lenawee County, died of disease (Typhoid
Fever) at Alexandria, Virginia. Born on
February 28, 1838, he had enlisted as
Sergeant at the age of 23 on August 11, 1862,
and was promoted to 2nd Lieutenant that
September. On May 15, 1863, he became 1st
Lieutenant when Captain Lemuel Saviers was
promoted to Major of the regiment and 1st Lt.
Edmond Richardson became Captain. In a later
June 18th letter to Michigan Governor Austin
Blair [Find A Grave Memorial# 6248000] from
Major Lemuel Saviers at Alexandria, Virginia
he noted, "These officers have all served with
me since the organization of the company and
I have found them both able and willing to do
all duties pertaining to a company. I most
cheerfully and earnestly recommend them to
fill the vacancies caused by my promotion."

Lieutenant Roberts was buried in the Brookside
Cemetery at Tecumseh, Lenawee County,
Michigan. Colonel Lemuel Saviers [Find A
Grave Memorial# 45469712], who was home
in Michigan recovering from his many
Spotsylvania wounds, was apparently at
Tecumseh for the burial service.

Comrade Charles Haynes of Co. F. later noted,
"In his death the Company lost one of its best
officers. He was a gentleman and a good
Christian, and we believe he is in the paradise
of God."
